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Baptism is a symbol of what Jesus has done for us.

Baptism doesn’t make you more of a believer or guarantee 
you’ll get into heaven. It shows everyone that you have 
made a promise to God and that you belong to him.

When you become part of a team, you usually get a hat or shirt to 
show everyone that you are a player on that team. That is what 
baptism is like—putting on a “Jesus Jersey!” It is a way to show 
everyone around you that you are choosing to follow Jesus.

Standing in the water is like Christ being on
the cross.

Going under the water is like Jesus being dead
and buried.

Coming out of the water is like Jesus rising
again from the dead.
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W H AT  I S  B A P T I S M ?  
Water baptism is an outward statement of an inward commitment. It’s the 
way we show others that we are a follower of Jesus. Christians normally 
do this one time, and usually when they first become a believer.

Baptism shows you choose to follow       .

“We were therefore buried with him through 
baptism into death…” -Romans 6:4

“…in order that, just as Christ was raised from 
the dead through the glory of the Father, 
we too may live a new life.”

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There are some questions you should answer to help you decide
if you are ready to be baptized:
